1. Upfront Recurring Grant of Rs.3,02,59,509/- for payment of salaries and Grant in aid of
Rs,11,25,522/- for Recurring Training (ESDP/EAP/MDP) Expenditure are received from Central
government during the financial year 2024-2025and shown in the Income & Expenditure A/c
as revenue grants.

2. During the year a new Bank account is opened for College Tuition Fees. The existing Bank
account is utilized for maintaining the Grant-in-Aid received for Salaries, Non-recurring Grants
& Other Incomes. But we are unable to comment upon which part of the income or grant is
utilized towards expenditure of current year.

3. The Opening Balance of the Earmarked / Endowment Funds, representing Revenue Grant
received from the Government in earlier years, had been erroneously classified as a Capital
Receipt in the books of account. In accordance with the recognition and disclosure
requirements of Accounting Standard (AS) 5, the misclassification has been rectified during
the Financial Year 2024-25 by transferring the amount to Prior Period Adjustments. The
amount has subsequently been utilised towards Administrative Expenses during the year, as
disclosed in Schedule-3 of the financial statements.

4. The Sundry Debtors, Sundry Creditors, Deposits, Cash and Bank balance and Fee
Receivables are subject to confirmation.

5. Self-made vouchers were produced for our verification for most of the expenses.

6. Duties and Taxes are subject to Reconciliation.

7. The figures from the previous year have not been re-grouped or re-classified to reflect the
current year's adjustments.
