1. The Society was registered under Rajasthan Societies Registration Act, 1958 in the name
“MSME TECHNOLOGY CENTRE BHIWADI"” as on 18 June 2018

2. The balances of Sundry Creditors, Deposits, Other Receivable / Payable are subject to
confirmation & reconciliation.

3. The Society has not provided / paid interest as applicable u/s 23 of The Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006.

4, During the period error in booking GST ITC was found during previous periods 20-21 and
21-22. In current year such error was rectified and its impact on depreciation and assets
WDV was assessed. On net basis ITC of Rs. 99,54,848 was booked in current year which
was related to previous years. Out of which Rs. 17,63,089 and Rs. 81,91,759 were
transferred to depreciation and opening WDV respectively. Said ITC was correctly claimed
in respective GST Returns for the time being.

S. Current liabilities show in note 6 includes Trainee Mess Account of Rs. 12,49,964/-. Out of
which Rs. 8,69,880 represents amount collected from students and not payable to Mess
vendor. Such amount represents provision for small events and programs. Receipts and
payments related to mess are not posted in Income and Expenditure Account. Single
account is maintained in which receipts and payments are recorded as per guidelines.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:-

A. BASIS OF ACCOUNTING:-

1. The accounts are prepared on Historical cost convention basis and the principle of
Going Concern and Mercantile basis.

2. The accounting policies not separately referred to otherwise are consistent and
in consonance with generally accepted accounting principles.

B. REVENUE RECOGNITION

1. Training income is recognized on the basis of commencement of course subject
to certainty of receipt of course fees i.e. on receipt basis.

2 Bank interest are accounted on accrued basis and Misc. receipts are accounted
for on cash basis.

3. Recurring Grants received from Government of India are recognized as revenue, as
and When received.
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C. FIXED ASSETS

Fixed Assets are stated at cost less depreciation. The cost of additions comprises the
purchase price and all attributable cost for bringing asset into working condition.

D. DEPRECIATION:-

The depreciation is provided on Written down Value method at the rates prescribed
by Income tax act. For additions before 30 September 2022 the depreciation is
provided for full year and for additions after 30" September 2022 for six months only.

E. GOVERNMENT GRANTS:-

As required by Accounting Standard 12 issued by Institute of Chartered Accountants of
