1. INTRODUCTION

MSME Technology Centre, Bhubaneswar (Central Tool Room & Training Centre) has been erected under
Technical Co-operation programme between Government of India and Govt. of Denmark as a Govt. of
India Society. The land is provided by the State Government of Odisha. The organization started activities
in the month of October 1991 with the Training Department followed by Production in the year 1994.
The management of affairs of the entity rests with the Governing Council constituted by Govt. of India.
Additional Secretary and Development Commissioner (MSME), Govt. of India, is the President of the
Society & Chairman of the Governing Council. This is one of the leading Tool Room & Training Centre in
India having state-of-the art machines and equipments. From the year 2003 the Centre has been achieving
self-sufficiency with regard to recurring expenditure.

Aims of the Society :

Subject to the definition of the small scale and ancillary industrial undertakings as notified by
the Government of India from time to time, the Society shall primarily assist in the technological

e To provide service facilities at the tool room for designing, developing, manufacturing, tryout
and repairing the products mentioned in sub-clause (i), in so far as such requirements of required
quality cannot be met elsewhere.

small scale industries the tool room shall serve.

PRODUCTION

1. Manufactured Housing for Surge Relief Valve Assembly for DRDO-TDE
New Delhi. The component is critical one as maintaining inside diameter
of @17mm is difficult in Polyoxymethylene (Delrin 150®) material. The
component is also having critical features like face grooves and Pockets
for which special tools were also developed in house.
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2.  The Retainer Dome PRS with Integrated Aerospike is a 3D printed
component developed for RCI, DRDO Hyderabad. The component is
made of Titanium Alloy (Ti64) and is used as lens protector in the laser
guided missile.

3. The optical Scanner Assembly is developed for IIT Bhubaneswar. It is
made of Peak, Ceramic, Berilium Copper, SS 304, AISI 410 materials. It
can capture the image on a gold surface. One can see the roughness of the
surface which will never be visible from an optical microscope.

The machining of the Base Shroud for DRDL-Hyderabad is very critical
in nature. It involves EDM operation for more than 300hours. It is made
of Aluminium alloy forging of AA2014 of Dia 463 x 335 x 410 ring.
The criticality of the component is maintaining uniform wall thickness of
2mm.

4. A critical gearbox (Aluminium casting) as displayed below has been
machined at CTTC-Bhubaneswar for Council of Mechanical Engineering
Research Institute (CMERI), Durgapur. This gearbox is the most important
part of Kaveri Engine (Aircraft Engine) which is developed by Gas Turbine
Research Establishment (GTRE), a lab under the Defence Research and
Development Organisation (DRDO) in Bengaluru. The tolerance of this
engine is only 10micron.

5. CTTC-Bhubaneswar has been manufacturing highly import-substitution
precision components primarily for acrospace companies for about 20years. §S&
More than 50,000 components manufactured at CTTC-Bhubaneswar has &
been used in CHANDRAYAN-3 which is landed in the south pole of
moon at 6.04am on 23.08.2023 successfully. The successful landing of
Chandrayan-3 is possible because of the full-proofed critical components made by CTTC. CTTC has
been receiving complements from all the corners of the nation.

6. CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured and assembled most critical assembly i.e. SSTA (Seeker
Stabilization and Tracking Assembly). It is a precise electromechanical servo device that compensates
for the missile body disturbance to the beam axis of the seeker and maintains the beam-pointing
stability in space, thus tracking the line of sight quickly. Missile systems locking upon a target through
its seeker have to point it out at all times, thus needing the optical sightline between the seeker and the
target to be critically stabilized under vibrations caused by imprecisely estimated missile dynamics
and aerodynamically conditions. Therefore, high precision servo performance in order to provide
a stabilized target image and high disturbance rejection to maintain the line of sight to a target are
required. The complicity in manufacturing process of this assembly is cutting of precious gears. And it
mainly consists of one sector gear and it’s meshing 8 types of pinion gears. This sector gear is hanging
in between 12 bearings. The Positions of bearing holes are very critical and we have achieved it as per
the requirements. For machining of this assembly it is used CNC Turning, CNC Milling, and Wire
EDM, EDM, Cylindrical Grinding, Heat Treatment and surface treatment. All the components were
successfully machined and it assembled under the guidance of DRDO scientist.

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has designed and manufactured HYDRA PULPER MACHINE For Paper Mache
under Gramodyog Vikash Yojana by Khadi and Village Industries Commission. Hydra pulper have
two units one side is used for wet grinding and another side is used for dry grinding. The waste paper
material is dropped into a large tank, or pulper, and mixed by a rotor. The pulper may contain either
hot water or pulping chemicals to promote dissolution of the paper matrix. This machine used to create
paper mud in both dry and wet form which can be used to create hand crafted goods from the waste
papers by the people of Odisha.

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured and supplied critical components like regulator, flow control
valves, thrusters, gyroscope, temperature sensor, and navigation parts like a rate gyro electronic
package device (RGPD) for Aditya-L1 mission. A team of over 100 engineers and technicians
worked tirelessly to develop the components for the Aditya-L1 mission. Most of the high-precision
components for the launch vehicle PSLV C-57 and the satellite were manufactured at the centre
under exceptional monitoring and supervision. CTTC also prepared 23 different types of valves that
were used in the launch vehicle. The components like dynamically-tuned gyroscopes manufactured
here are the most vital components as it provide direction to the satellite while the solar array drive
assembly helps to keep the solar panel perpendicular to sun rays for energy.

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured and assembled 20 sets of Coolant Tube Assembly and Tested
for RCI-Hyderabad. This is a aero-defense assembly used in missile for Dual channel seeker on-board
cooling system. In this system high pressure Nitrogen passes from onboard cooling system (OBCS) of
Dual channel seeker using high pressure coolant tubes. Those assemblies are used in missile with shelf
life of 10 years with maximum operation pressure of 400 bar.

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured 15nos. of Retainer Dome PRS with Integrated Aerospike for
DRDL-Hyderabad. It is a Laser lens mounting item used in Laser guided Missile.

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has successfully machined and assembled mechanical Pyro cutter assembly for
VSSC Thiruvananthapuram under the guidance of VSSC scientists. This assembly consist of approx.
10 items manufactured from the Al Alloy & SS material. It is used for separation of one section to other
during launching of rocket. The machining of this component involves CNC turning, CNC milling,
Cylindrical grinding, EDM & Wire- EDM operations. The Components were having dimensional and
geometrical accuracy in the range of 0.005 -0.01 mm. ‘

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured 1 set (20+ components) of
Drone Parts for IG Drones, a drone tech and analytics company. The
drones are equipped with advanced sensors capable of capturing high- ‘

resolution images, videos, and additional data from the ground. IG
Drone has secured a contract to survey the Uttarakhand Metro Rail

Project, the country’s inaugural PRT corridor under the Neo Metro Y ‘\3#
System. l :

CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured High — Power fiber laser
component for CSIR-CGCRI, Kolkata. It is used for transform the
circular glass optical fiber preform into an octagonal shape by abrasive

glass machining. The Components were having Surface finish 0.4 Ra /
with dimensional and geometrical accuracy of 0.01 mm. -—

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14. CTTC-Bhubaneswar has machined 07 no of critical components of
Oil tank Parts for GTRE, Bangalore. It is an assembly of the Kaveri
Engine (Aircraft Engine), used for maintaining the oil tank level
during the rolling, yawing and pitching of the fighter plane.

15. CTTC-Bhubaneswar has successfully machined Indigenised §
bomb components for DRDL, Hyderabad under the guidance of
DRDO scientists. DRDO named the component as TARA (Tactical \
Advanced Range Augmentation). It's guiding range is over 60
KM. It is an advance Precision strike weapon of DRDO. Several
machines like CNC Milling, CNC Lathe and EDM have been used
for manufacturing of TARA components. Both Dimensional &
Geometrical tolerances have been maintained within 0.03 micron.

16. CTTC-Bhubaneswar has assembled Gear Box made with CB-
30 material for GTRE, Bangalore. It is an assembly of several
casting components with gears which rotate at 50000 RPM and
at a working pressure of 200° C. Two pad for Fuel Pump & one
pad for lubrication pump at rear casing for mounting is given also
multiple bearing are fitted. Through gas turbine main shaft power
is transmitted in to the assembly. The Components were having
Surface finish 0.4 Ra with dimensional and geometrical accuracy
of 0.005 mm.

17. CTTC-Bhubaneswar has assembled OHU Barrel made with Ti6Al4V material for IIAP, Bangalore. It is
an assembly of several components called Optical Head Unit used for star tracking in our galaxy. About
07 lens are stack up serially in which light will pass and focus on the sensor and same will be detected by

specifically for Medical use purpose. Recently, CTTC-Bhubaneswar has developed and manufactured
Cranial Implant for an American based company MedCAT a leading company in the surgical solution
industry. The company is specialized in patient-specific devices such as Cranial Implant, Patient—-matched
plating, 3D Modeling product etc. The Cranial implant is designed to replace or repair sections of the Skull;
the technology is very critical. CTTC based upon the MRI report in respect of specific patient, designs and
develop Titanium made Cranial and sent it for replacement of the damaged skull. As of now, more than 100
patients are benefited out of this unique product.

Components for Humanoid Robot.

Next to the precision components for Chandrayaan-I1I and Aditya L-1. The Production Department of CTTC-
Bhubaneswar has also manufactured parts for VYOMMITRA, A humanoid robot developed by ISRO (Indian
Space Research Organisation). The robot is designed to assist and interact with Astronauts and it is a part of
India’s ambitious space mission GAGANYAAN. The Components are made of aluminium alloy materials.
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Manufacturing of Drone parts for IG Drones.

The importance of Drones (Un-manned aerial vehicles) is increasing day by day across various sectors due
to their versatility and technological advancement, CTTC has developed one set (20+ components) for 1G
Drones, a drone tech analytics company. The drone is capable of capturing High Resolution images, Videos
& additional data from the ground. The company has secured a contract to survey the Uttarakhand Metro
Rail Project, the country’s inaugural Personnel Rapid Transit (PRT) corridor under the NEO metro system.

Manufacturing of Robo-kits for Laparoscopic surgery

During Covid-19 the contribution of CTTC, Bhubaneswar was very well recognized by the Ministry of
MSME for manufacturing and supplying of 16200 components for 600 RTPCR test kits with the support
of other MSME Tool Rooms, Single cavity 02 plate mould for face mask, double cavity mould for Covid
key, special automatic sanitizer dispenser etc. Using the expertise acquired for manufacturing of Medical
components, during the year 2023-24 CTTC-Bhubaneswar has manufactured and supplied 3771 components
for assembly of Robo-surgery equipments. The said assemblies are supplied to one of the Indian customers
which has been exported to overseas countries.

SCHEDULE-20- SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. ACCOUNTING CONVENTION:

The Financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, unless otherwise
stated and on the accrual method of accounting.

2. INVENTORY VALUATION:

2.1. Stores, Spares (including machinery spares) & Raw materials are valued at cost.

2.2. Semi-finished goods and finished goods are valued at lower of cost and net realizable value.
The cost are based on weighted average cost. Cost of finished goods and semi-finished goods
is determined by considering material, labour and related overheads.

3. EXCISE DUTY/GST

Liability for Taxes in respect of goods produced by the entity, and sales other than for exports, is
accounted as per the law and provision is made for the Output Tax / Sale as at the year- end.

4. FIXED ASSET:

4.1 Acquisition- Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties
and taxes and incidental and direct expenses related to acquisition. Fixed Assets received by way
of non-monetary grants, (other than towards the Corpus Fund), are capitalized at values stated,
by corresponding credit to Capital Reserve.

4.2) Disposal: Sale value of the old fixed assets have been credited to Income & Expenditure
Account. The book value has been reduced from the fixed assets and simultaneously on the liability
side it has been shown as capital investment written off. This method is followed in accordance
with the General Financial Rules relating to “grant-in-aid etc. and loans” of the Central Government
like previous years.

5. DEPRECIATION:

Depreciation on fixed assets have been calculated on the written down value method at the rate
provided under the Companies Act 1956 except library Books & Leasehold Lands. For Library Books
a flat rate of 15% on closing value have been taken and in case of Lease-hold lands the total cost
of acquisition is divided uniformly over its leased life on straight-line method. In respect of
additions to/deductions from fixed assets during the year, depreciation is considered on pro-rata
basis.
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6. GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES:

6.1 Government grants of the nature of contribution towards capital cost of setting up projects
are treated as Capital fund.
6.2 Government grants are accounted on receipt basis.

7. INCOME / EXPENDITURE ACCOUNTED FOR ON CASH BASIS:

Arrears paid to employees on account of dearness allowance, house rent allowance, are being
accounted for the year in which paid.

8. LEAVE SALARY:

Liabilities on account of Earned leave salary of employees has been calculated as if all the
employees leave / quit the service as on 31% of March. Out of the total liabilities the existing
provisions are being deducted and differential amount has been charged to current year’s
expenditure.

9. GROUP GRATUITY FUND:
The society has taken a Group Gratuity-cum-life Assurance Policy with the LIC of India. Contribution
for the year is charged to Income & Expenditure A/C.
