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1. INTRODUCTION

Fragrance & Flavour Development Centre (FFDC) has been setup in the year 1991 by Govt.
of India with the assistance of UNDP/UNIDO and Govt. of U.P. UNDP/UNIDO has provided
technical expertise and imported equipments.

Laboratory is also equipped with pilot scale weighing and blending equipment (100 kg.
capacity).

2. Flavour Laboratory
This laboratory is also having necessary flavour grade chemicals, natural essential oils,
oleoresins and isolates numbering more than 300 along with balance for creative purpose.

3. Application Development Laboratory
This laboratory is equipped with homogeniser, stirrer, sieve shaker, pulveriser, incubator,
moisture balance, melting point apparatus, soap machine for fragrance application i.e. for
soap, cream, shampoo, hair oil, face-pack, talcum powder, etc. and baking oven, soda maker,
vacuum oven, refrigerator for flavour application i.e. for soft drink, cakes and biscuits, ice-
cream, and carbonated beverages, etc. The laboratory is also equipped with soxhlet and
clevenger apparatus for extraction of oil and concrete from aroma bearing materials.
