IDTR designed a heavy-duty bending tool for bridge plate having 10mm sheet thickness with an
angular accuracy of 1 degree assemble in fifth wheel coupling of prime mover unit for the
MSME, M/s Jost India Ltd., Jamshedpur an MSME.

IDTR manufactured interchangeable press tool for main Bracket “side plate” of suspension unit
having 8mm thickness, accommodating the hole position by interchanging the Die and punch in
Assembly according to the required hole position.

IDTR Jamshedpur refurbished an imported stitching die of “Combination tool” of length 2.5
meter, used in Tata Steel pickling plant of CRM. It is a critical Tool consisting of 27 nos. punches
with an accuracy of 0.04 mm. The refurbished die resulted in cost saving of 60% with same life
as new tool.

The die & punch set is an R&D project for M/s Tata Steel Ltd., Jamshedpur which will
be used for 3 point bend test.
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IDTR Jamshedpur manufactured multi edge group inserts within an accuracy of 5 microns for
M/s Ceratizit India Pvt. Ltd., an MNC.

IDTR Jamshedpur designed & manufactured an analogue type precision inspection dial gauge
with master block. The gauge has an accuracy of 10 microns & is used for measurement of 475
dia bore of auto mobile parts for M/s Metal Works Industries, an MSME unit & will enable the
MSME unit to reduce measurement time.

IDTR Jamshedpur manufactured two variants of slide gate mechanism, an import substitute used
in integrated steel plants. Five nos. of AL 80 variant is for JSW Steel, Vijayanagar Works,
Karnataka & one number of AL 60 variant is for JSW Bhushan Power & Steel Limited Works,
Odisha.

ks The Financial Statements are prepared under the historical cost convention using accrual
method of accounting and comply in all material aspects with generally accepted accounting

principles in India and the Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India.

2. Accounts head have been re-grouped and rearranged wherever found necessary and all
the figures have been rounded off to nearest rupee.

3. Government grants of the nature of contribution towards capital cost of setting up
projects and up-gradation are treated as capital fund.

4, The Grant-In-Aid received from Government of India has been accounted in the books
of account, based on the documents received.

5. Arrears paid to employees on account of Dearness Allowance is being accounted for the
year in which paid. '

6. The Income & Expenditure account includes Income and Expenses of Patna and
Varanasi, Extension centre.

7 The provision for the statutory levies for the month of March 2025 has been made in
the books of account.

8. Disputed Claims: As per Books of Accounts, an amount of Rs.91,65,405/- is receivable
from JSDMS (Jharkhand Skill Development Mission Society) after adjustment of
Rs.10,00,00,000/- received as mobilization advance. Beside above an invoice of
Rs.27,40,212/- has not been taken as revenue in books of accounts as the same has not
been approved by JSDMS, resulting in total dues of Rs.1,19,05,617/-. This claim has
been rejected by ISDMS stating that terms and conditions of the work order has not
been complied by IDTR. Further JSDMS also claim back the amount of mabilization

advance paid of Rs.7,83,03,744/- as the terms and conditions of work order has not
been complied.

Further 20% of Training Fee amount as per work order amounting Rs.1,91,92,127/-

could not be invoiced as IDTR could not complied with terms and conditions regarding
placements of the students.

IDTR has regularly followed up & written to JSDMS for releasing the pending payment
after 100% adjustment of mobilization advance in accordance with the concession
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Fixed Assets: Fixed Assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Cost comprises of purchase
price and any attributable cost of bringing the assets to its working condition for its intended
use. Input of GST paid on Capital Goods has not been claimed, same has been
capitalized and Depreciation has been claimed.

Fixed Asset register has not been properly maintained and updated. Physical
verification of Fixed Assets has not been carried at any time since inception of IDTR. No
documents of physical verification available in records. All assets are not serially
numbered. Further various assets were scrapped and sold but not updated in Fixed
Asset Register.

The Balance of Sundry Debtors and Creditors provided in the Balance Sheet are subject
to Confirmation.

TDS deducted by some Customers and Bank are reflecting in old PAN. Management will
get it corrected through communication with such customers.

The contribution towards the cost of Land & Building for TRTC Patna, has not been
accounted in the books of account since the cost of the construction of the building has
not been provided by the State Government to the Indo Danish Tool Room,
Jamshedpur.

Provision for Leave Encashment has been made on the basis of provision of the
Statute.
